2023 LEAGUE RULES
TUESDAY MORNING SENIOR MEN’S GOLF LEAGUE

LEAGUE OBJECTIVES:
The objective of the Tuesday Morning Men’s Senior Golf League is to have a good time, meet our fellow golfers, and to promote friendly competition for the league membership. If filling tee times require joggling players to fill openings in the schedule. please embrace the possibility of playing with golfers that are not in your usual foursome.

If you have ever milked cows, you have noticed that they are habituated to going to the same stall every morning and evening. It seems unlikely that we will ever “meet our fellow golfers” if we play with the same folks every week. Consider playing with a different foursome once per month other than the scramble, perhaps on the third Tuesday of the month. Try to avoid being cowed into the same stall each week.

LEAGUE ELIGIBILITY:
· 55 years of age and the ability to participate in Tuesday Morning league play.
· Participate once a month in the monthly scrambles at a local par-four golf course.  (Scramble schedule is attached)
· Must be a Lake St. Louis resident in good standing with the LSL Community Association (i.e., annual CA assessment paid).
· Paid league dues.

ANNUAL DUES:
· Dues are twenty-five dollars ($25.00) per year.
· Dues cover the year-end banquet, prizes, and other league expenses.
· The annual fee does not cover monthly scramble fees or the golf course greens fee.

WEEKLY PLAY
· Tee Times:  Starting at 7:00 A. M. thru 10:00 A. M. on Tuesday mornings at the LSL Par-3 Golf Course. Play during this time is for league members only.
· League Length:  Starts on the first Tuesday in April through the first Tuesday in October.
· Tee Box and Closet to Pin:  Tee box (either white or red) and the closest to the pin-hole will be established weekly before play begins.  Cost is 25 cents to participate in the closest to the pin contest.  Winner takes all each week.  The money can and sign-up list will be available at the golf shack.
· Score Card:  For your score to count in the Tuesday league play, please make sure the readable scorecard is completed and turned in to the golf shack. Score keeper signs the card. You must have played all nine holes with another league member.
· League Play:  Please sign-in at the Shack 15 minutes before your assigned tee time (when you signed up the previous week or through email request). Last member signing in for the foursome will be responsible to record the scores, total up the scorecard, and return the scorecard to the golf shack.  

· MONTHLY SCRAMBLE:  
· Scramble:  The league Officers have scheduled the monthly scrambles on the fourth Thursday of April, May, August, and September.  In the months of June and July, the scramble will be on the third Tuesday. The final scramble in October will be on the first Tuesday of the month.
· Volunteers:  The League Officers will ask the league members to volunteer as the coordinators for the monthly scrambles.
· Fees:  A five-dollar ($5.00) fee will be charged to each member to play in the monthly scrambles.  (Prize money only.)
· Participation:  All League members who have paid their scramble entry fee.
· Schedule and Coordinators for Scrambles: A schedule for the monthly scrambles will be provided by the league showing dates, course, price, and last sign-up date and starting times.  A list of the coordinators for each monthly scramble, along with telephone contact numbers, will be provided.
· If you have signed up to play in a scramble and later find out you cannot play, please call the scramble coordinator to allow pairing adjustments.

COFFEE, DONUTS, and Strawberries:  Will be available in the clubhouse starting at 8:00 A.M. on the Tuesday morning prior to each scramble date.  $1.00 charge for coffee and a donut. For those who are pre-diabetic or diabetic and prefer a healthy alternative, three strawberries will be provided in place of a donut.  

MEMBERSHIP ROSTERS:  Will be provided to the scramble coordinators before their scheduled scramble date, and to other members on request.

YEAR END BANQUET:  Year-end banquet will be held following the October Scramble, approximately at 2:00 pm.  Senior and Super Senior (80+ years) low score average winners will be announced. To be eligible for low score average, players must have turned in a minimum of ten scores in Tuesday league play.

PRICE INCREASES AT THE GOLF SHACK: Cart rental now $12 and pull carts now $4. Green fees up to $11 for CA members without Activity pass, and non-CA members now $18

Etiquette:
· Please mark your ball on the green until it is your turn to putt.
· Please replace divots.
· Please repair pitch marks on the green.
· Please do not remove your ball from the hole with your putter head as this will damage the hole and disfigure the putting surface.
· Please observe all local rules at the scramble courses and respect the dress code requirements-----no denim clothing and wear shirts with collars.
· Mark your scorecards legibly please!  Print names if necessary.
· Hole #5 Expedite Procedure:  In order to expedite play, the following practice will be observed on Hole #5.  When all players in a group (usually foursome) reach the green, they all mark their balls and wave the next group on the tee to hit.  After that group hits from the tee box, the previous group plays out on the green and proceeds to the 6th hole.  Each succeeding group repeats the process.  The intent is to alleviate the backups that are experienced on this hole.
