Meeting called to order by Alex at 5:30 pm

· Motion by Tom to present new club application to BOD for approval.  Motion seconded by Steve C.  Motion unanimously approved.

· A motion was made by Steve L to reserve courts the same as 2025 for the above clubs.  The motion was seconded by Missy.
· M-Th Mens Evening Pickleball - Tim Burke, has decided not to reserve a court due to lack of participation this summer.  Will still keep the club going for 2026 though.

· T-Th Mens Evening Tennis - Scott Grieshaber, discussing potential reduction to reservation times due to low participation in 2025, and conflicts with proposed Ladies Evening Tennis and Junior Tennis Clinics.

Clinics and Events
· We want to do Tennis and Pickleball clinics next year.  We should be laying the groundwork soon as to when to have the clinics. Alex will follow up with Vetta to get proposals ready for review at the November meeting.
· Cathy and Melda will put together the proposed 2026 Tennis Event Schedule.  There was discussion to possibly change to just 1 Saturday Night Lights event.  Another proposal was to cancel the chili cookoff event.
· We want to take a closer look at when to have the Glow Pickleball Event next year to try to avoid scheduling conflicts.  Dates for Couples Golf Banquet, Women’s Ozark golf outing, Mizzou games, etc should be considered.

Safety/Maintenance items
· Several items were discussed
· Tennis court wind screens need to be replaced.  Currently there is no budget for new wind screens.
· “Mucky mess” on tennis courts 3 & 4.  This should be cleaned up.
· Leaves on tennis courts.  A question was asked if a battery operated blower could be purchased and stored in the tennis closer to blow off the tennis courts for events.
· Rollers at tennis courts are in bad shape and need to be replaced.
