**CA REMINDERS **

REMINDER: All CA Dock Rental payments are due April 1*. ALL boats that are on / over
the water (sitting on a lift) MUST have the current year’s boat stickers displayed NO LATER
THAN APRIL 1°". Water Patrol is monitoring both lakes and anyone who is not displaying the
current year’s stickers or who has not purchased their stickers for the current boating season
will receive a fine from Water Patrol.

DOCK RENTAL FEES ARE ALWAYS DUE APRIL 1 - Beginning in 2020, anyone
who has not paid their LSLCA Slip Rental Fee by April 1* will forfeit the privilege of renting the
slip and the slip will be offered to the next person on the waiting list. Please help us spread
the word that Slip Rental fees are due by APRIL 1°" — NO EXCEPTIONS.

BOAT INSURANCE - When you come in to register your boat, please bring in a current
copy of your boat liability insurance.

BOATING SAFTEY COURSE- REMINDER: All class 5-8 Boat owners MUST have
taken the Boating Safety Course before they can register their Class 5-8 Boat for the 2019
Boating Season. All class 2-4 Boat owners MUST complete the class before they can register
for the 2020 Boating Season. ALL Class 8 boats MUST be re-inspected by Water Patrol prior
to registering their boat for the 2019 Boating Season.
